BAFA STATEMENT 
RE THE SUSPENSION OF MR TYRONE LINDSEY



A number of parties within the sport of American Football sought clarification as to the position of Mr Tyrone Lindsey in relation to his continuing coaching and/or involvement within American Football.

Attached to a copy of this Statement is a copy of the Appeal Decision as notified to Mr Lindsey on the 29 October 2011.

As clarification has been sought BAFA confirms the following:-
1. For the period of the suspension contained within the Appeal determination Mr Lindsey is not to be involved with American Football in any capacity whatsoever within Great Britain (Scotland, England and Wales but not Northern Ireland) for the period of the suspension which took effect from the 31st October 2011.
2. Involvement within American Football for these purposes encompasses not only coaching but any other form of involvement with any team organised or run under the auspices of a BAFA organisation, including, but not limited to, all senior and junior teams, flag and double touch and all college teams throughout Great Britain as so organised.
3. For these purposes involvement includes direct and indirect involvement, whether by coaching or otherwise, scouting, attending at any game, games, training sessions, scrimmages or taking part as a participant in any team activities in any capacity other than as a spectator who takes no part in either the coaching, organisation or participation in any team activities including communicating with any team involved in any game being played under the auspices of BAFA as defined in paragraph 1 of this statement and for the avoidance of doubt this shall include verbal, non-verbal, electronic or any other means of communication that draws the attention of a game's participants and shall include such communication that relates to any competition in which American Football is played during the period of the suspension.
4. It should be clear that any team which utilises the services, either directly or indirectly of Mr Lindsey or permits him to be involved within any game throughout the suspension period (involvement having the meaning attributed above) will themselves be liable to disciplinary action as essentially all teams are now formally put on notice that Mr Lindsey must not be involved within the sport for the period of his ban.
5. Whilst Mr Lindsey has sought to exercise his right of appeal to Sports Resolutions Limited that appeal has yet to be determined and BAFA has not and will not exercise its discretion to permit him to continue his involvement within American Football pending the Appeal.
6. This Notice is given formally to all participants within the sport of American Football so that all participants are clear as to the position so far as Mr Lindsey’s involvement in American Football during the period of his ban is concerned.
